individual who meets all of the following: 
• Entered grade 9 before the 2011–2012 school year 
• Completed the curriculum requirements for high school graduation applicable at the time the 

individual entered grade 9 
• Has not performed satisfactorily on a required assessment 
• Has been administered the required assessment or an approved alternate assessment at least 

three times 

 
2. What are the alternative requirements for graduation? 

 
A student may meet the alternative requirements for graduation through any of the following: 
• Meeting the performance standard on an alternate assessment as specified in TAC §101.4003 
• Performing satisfactorily on the subject-area test of a state-approved high school equivalency 

examination in accordance with TAC §
