Out-of-Field Teaching for All Grade Levels and Subject Areas SY 2020-21

This report presents information regarding the amount and proportion of teaching that is conducted by teachers
in assignments for which they are not certified, that is out-of-field, for the 2020-21 school year. The methodology
behind this report has significantly changed from earlier years to better implement relevant statute and rule.
While these changes are necessary for continuous improvement and to allow for the report to align with current
rule, the resulting report is not directly comparable to the reports from previous years.

This table shows total teacher full-time-equivalents (FTEs), followed by in-field and out-of-field teacher results,
aggregated to the assigned grade level and PEIMS subject area. To determine in-field or out-of-field status,
effective certificates were compared to assignments in accordance with Chapter 231 of the Texas Administrative
Code. Certificates that are considered in-field only with additional coursework or a specified degree were
considered out-of-
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
