
State Board for Educator Certification (SBEC):  Texas Examinations of 
Educator Standards (TExES) Gifted and Talented Supplemental 
Certificate 

The gifted and talented supplemental certification test is currently available.  You may access information 
concerning the test and test preparation at http://texes.ets.org.   

The certification earned through successful challenging of the TExES for Gifted and Talented replaces the Gifted 
and Talented Endorsement previously available through Texas university education programs.  It is a supplemental 
certification for those providing services to gifted and talented students in Texas.   

Texas law requires that educators providing services to gifted/talented students have the following qualifications as
